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Marathi Conservation Fortnight Report
January 18, 2021

Mahatma Gandhi Vidyamandir’s Arts and Commerce College, Yeola organized a special
lecture in commemoration of Marathi language conservation fortnight. The event featured Dr.
Vinod Gorwadkar (Malegaon), a renowned literary figure, as the keynote speaker. Vinod
Gorwadkar addressed the audience, and the program was chaired by Dr. Bhausaheb Game,
the principal of the college.

Dr. Vinod Gorwadkar emphasized the importance of conserving Marathi, which is the mother
tongue of twelve crore people and holds profound wisdom from sages such as Dnyaneshwar,
Namdev, Eknath, and Tukaram. He raised concerns about the disregard for the protection of
Marathi, noting the infiltration of unnecessary words from other languages and the excessive
influence of English. Dr. Vinod Gorwadkar expressed his apprehension regarding the rise of
International English Medium Schools everywhere, which he believed contributed to a
culture that undervalued Marathi. He highlighted the critical link between language and
culture, stating that the demise of a language signifies the loss of an entire cultural heritage.
The lecture delved into the intrinsic beauty of Marathi language, its unique word structure,
punctuation, and the historical contributions of Marathi literature, including the works of Sant
Pant and Tant. Additionally, the efforts made by British authorities for the preservation of
Marathi language were discussed. Dr. Vinod Gorwadkar expressed disappointment that
Marathi had not been recognized as a classical language, despite its production of classic
literature fifteen hundred years ago. He also noted the apparent contradiction between the
need for conservation of Marathi and the proliferation of Marathi newspapers, periodicals,
and the substantial sales of Marathi books during the All India Marathi Literary Conferences.
Dr. Vinod Gorwadkar concluded by asserting that as long as there are individuals who hold
Marathi dear, the language will endure.

In his presidential address, Principal Dr. Bhausaheb Game acknowledged the rapid changes
in Marathi language and the lives of Marathi people. He emphasized the need to consult
dictionaries for updated meanings of words such as "well,” "mot," and "nada" in order to
appreciate their evolving significance. Dr. Game also shed light on the origins of Marathi
language and expressed his hope for an increased readership of modern Marathi literature,
including poetry, stories, novels, plays, biographies, and ideological writings. The event was
